Wet Weather

the local microclimates in play, it may look like a great day when you leave your home in the morning only to
turn into a rainy day somewhere along the ride.

Check Your Ride

Inclement weather and poor road conditions are not only hard on the body but also on your motorcycle. With
compromised traction becoming a consideration in winter months it is of the utmost importance that your
motorcycle be in good operating condition. Inspect your bike regularly using the T-CLOCK system in
conjunction with the appropriate service manual for your motorcycle. Immediately repair any discrepancies or
refer to a certified mechanic as needed. Don’t be afraid to ask for help in keeping your bike in tip top
condition to ensure the best riding experience.
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Remember to stay warm, stay dry, and keep the rubber on the road.

O Have attended at least one Formation 101 within the previous 12 months.

O Have participated in a minimum of 24 Chapter rides, including a minimum of
4 Get Acquainted Rides to ensure a good mix of Chapter riding experience.
