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My long awaited time had come. After several years of being a HOG member and going 

on several long distance rides, I can now say that I have gone to an official HOG Rally. I 

had never considered myself as a “Rally” kind of guy. I love riding my Harley and love 

traveling with our Chapter, but never really wanted to hang out with a bunch of random people just because 

they also rode Harleys. Over the last few years our Chapter has ridden up north to participate in a few North 

Meets South events with other HOG Chapters, but those aren’t official HOG events. But going on those made 

me want to look into riding to a HOG Rally.

The next morning we headed over to Mathews H-D to join 

a group ride up Highway 49, known locally as the “Little Dragon” because of all of the twisting turns of the 

road. After a lunch stop in Greeley Hill we all put on our rain gear as we had a feeling that we would get wet 

sooner or later. We took Hwy 120 to the north entrance of Yosemite and just as we were getting close, it 

started to lightly rain. Once inside the park, the ride leader pulled the group over to check that everyone had 

their gear on and then we continued on. Right after that it really started raining. I watched on my GPS as the 

temperature kept going down, getting down to 40. Rain turned to a mix of snow and hail. We slowed our 

speed and increased our distance a little but kept going. It rained on and off most of the time in Yosemite but 

it was still beautiful and we got some great pictures. 

The following day we joined the group ride up to the Sequoias and Hume Lake. Totally different weather that 

day as we were in beautiful sunshine most of the day. Then we headed back for the closing ceremony dinner 

and met some new friends and heard some new stories. Within a few weeks we should see the HOG Rally 

schedule for 2026. I for one am hoping there will be at least one close to us.
